The Davis Lake "Declaration of Covenants," requires that all homeowners must submit an application to the ARC for approval of
ALL proposed exterior additions or alterations to their house, landscaping or lot. The ARC generally meets once psomonth
please submit requests AT LEAST 45 days before you plan to begin work. The ARC has 30 days to determine approval AFTEF
the application is received. Work should not be started until AFTER ARC approval has been received.
