I used to be able to run at midday in 

Colorado and barely break a sweat.  

Itôs a little different here with the 

humidity to contend with.  Now, I 

have to be more careful and take 

into consideration the Heat Index.  

The Heat Index table is a table that 

helps asses the risk of heat related 

injuries such as heat cramps, heat 

exhaustion, and heat stroke.  So how 

do we protect ourselves from the 

heat?  I like a nice air-conditioned 

gym, but if you want to be outside 

take these suggestions into consid-

eration.   

1. Use the Heat Index Table 

2. Hydrate.  Always drink water 

before, during and after exercise.  If 

you are doing vigorous exercise for 

over an hour mix water with a 

sports drink.  Aim for 6-8 ounces 

every 15-20 minutes. 

3. Reduce the intensity of your exer-

cise. 

4. Workout in the early morning 

(coolest time of the day) or later in 

the evening. 

5. Wear light, loose fitting clothing 

that wicks away sweat from your 

skin.  The actual body cooling proc-

ess happens when sweat evaporates 

from the body, not just from the 

sweat itself. 

6. Know when to say no to the out-

side.  Sometimes itôs just best to go 

to the gym or take a day off. 

A workout outside is good for the 

body and mind, but make sure your 

body is up to it whether it is hot or 

cold out.

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In June, several residents gathered for the 

first Town Hall meeting to begin develop-

ing common goals for a lake management 

plan.  Favorite things people listed about 

our lake included fishing, wildlife viewing, 

the view, and boating.  Concerns we want to 

address include trash and grass in the lake, 

water clarity and quality, erosion and espe-

cially the lotus plants (lily pads) that take 

over the end of the lake every summer.  One 

thing was clear: Davis Lake residents love 

our lake and are enthusiastic about taking 

care of it.  We believe it contributes to our 

property values and, along with the trees 

and other natural areas, our quality of life. 

A group was set up to investigate solutions, 

funding opportunities and resources we can 

draw on as we move forward to more ac-

tively managing the lake.  A second Town 

Hall meeting is scheduled for Monday, July 

7 from 7-8:30 p.m. at the clubhouse, and we 

invite everyone who is interested to come 

and share your concerns and suggestions.  

Meanwhile, you will begin to notice a few 

changes the DLCA Board approved at a 

recent meeting. 

First, to immediately address the eroding 

shoreline, the landscaping crew has been 

instructed not to mow and trim down to the 

waterôs edge.  They will make one pass with 

the mower around the lake, creating a path 

of shorter grass and allow the rest to grow.  

This will allow the woody vegetation with 

deeper roots (such as alders) to hold the soil 

together along the shoreline.  Small signs 

will be placed around the lake to designate 

the areas where natural vegetation will re-

main. This is a first step that may be modi-

fied based on the results and community 

feedback. 

Second, the area around the gazebo has 

been identified for shoreline restoration.  

Small wire flags have been temporarily 

placed approximately where the old shore-

line was, and where we hope to recreate it.  

The Board has approved funding for design 

and permit work.  One idea is to plant the 

new shoreline area with native blue iris and 

small ornamental shrubs such as coral berry. 

 

Volunteers will continue working to reduce 

the lotus ñcropò at the southeast end of the 

lake this year.  We also hope to begin sam-

pling water quality (such as nitrogen, phos-

phorous and dissolved oxygen) to establish 

a baseline of data.  Nitrogen and phospho-

rous from lawn fertilizers create algae and 

other aquatic vegetation problems in many 

community lakes.  Also, we plan to organ-

ize a volunteer effort to mark the storm 

drains throughout Davis Lake.  Some storm 

drains flow directly into the lake, and others 

flow into nearby streams.  Marking the 

storm drains is an effort to raise community 

awareness about one source of water, pollu-

tion and trash for our lake. 

Talk to your neighbors and come to the next 

Town Hall meeting on 7/7/08 @7.  We wel-

come your feedback and support.  If you 

have concerns, bring them to the meeting so 

they can be discussed to help improve the 

plan.  We hope you will join the volunteersô 

efforts and help where you can.

Architectural Review Committee Review Criteria by Grant Smalle, ARC President 

One of the frequently asked questions of 

the Davis Lake Architectural Review 

Committee (ñARCò) is how do we evalu-

ate applications. The ARC evaluates each 

application on its own individual merits 

based on the following review criteria. 

Validity of ConceptðThe basic idea of 

the exterior or landscape change should 

be sound and appropriate to its surround-

ings. The goal is to preserve or maintain 

a unified and complementary total devel-

opment. It is expected that all design 

elements, both site and building, will 

complement the project. Building design 

points such as shape, height, width, 

color, and texture should be in accord 

with the image of the entire development. 

Landscape and EnvironmentðThe 

exterior or landscape change should not 

destroy or blight the natural landscape or 

the achieved man-made environment. 

Protection of Neighborhood Interestð

The interest of all neighbors must be 

protected by making provisions for such 

matters as surface water drainage, sound 

and sight buffers, preservation of views, 

light and air, and other aspects of design 

which may have a substantial effect on 

the neighboring property.  The ARC con-

siders the various and appropriate criteria 

and exercise objective and reasonable 

discretion in determining which of these 

criteria will govern in each specific ap-

plication. 

Design CompatibilityðThe proposed 

change should be compatible with the 

design characteristics of the applicantôs 

home and the general neighborhood set-

ting. Compatibility shall be determined 

according to harmony in style, scale, 

materials, color, and construction details, 

such as workmanship and timing. 

a.Style: Harmonious to existing structure

(s). For example, a colonial shed would 

not be harmonious with a contemporary 

house. 

b.Scale: The three dimensional size of 

the proposed change must relate satisfac-

torily to nearby structures and their sur-

roundings and topography. For example, 

a garage or storage building to be built 

on the same ground level as existing 

structure(s) should not have a higher roof 

line or a greater building ñfootprintò than 

the existing structure(s). 

c. Materials: Continuity is established by 

use of the same or compatible materials 

as are used in the existing home. Build-

ing materials will be considered for ac-

ceptability by type, color, texture, and 

durability. In addition, the ARC will ap-

prove the extent of use of any single ma-

terial proposed, as well as, its use in 

combination with other materials used in 

Davis Lake. 

d.Color: Color should be used to soften 

or intensify visual impact. For example, 

the color of a fence should blend in with 

the surrounding natural environment. A 

wooden storm door should be painted to 

match the entrance door or other house 

trim color. Structures, fences, and deco-

rations should be painted to match or 

augment the existing home. All external 

painting must be pre-approved by the 

ARC. 

e. Workmanship: Workmanship should 

be equal to or better than that of the ex-

isting structure(s) on the property. 

f. Timing: Although changes may be 

made by either the property owner or a 

contractor, projects that remain incom-

pleted for long periods of time, i.e. three 

weeks or longer, are visually objection-

able and can be a nuisance and safety 

hazard for neighbors and the community 

as a whole. All applications must contain 

a proposed start date, end date and maxi-

mum time period from start to final com-

pletion of the project. If the proposed 

time period is considered unreasonable, 

the ARC shall disapprove the application 

on that basis. This applies equally to 

modifications of existing structures, land-

scaping, and decorations. Furthermore, 

the appearance of property under con-

struction, as viewed from neighboring 

lots and streets, must remain reasonably 

clean and free of building materials and 

equipment while construction is in pro-

Adult Swim is for people 18 years and older 

Children under 3 may accompany adults during Adult Swim 

No swimming during thunder or lightning; swimming will 

resume at the direction of the lifeguard staff 

Do not distract or converse with lifeguards while seated in 

lifeguard stands 

Children requiring a flotation device must be directly attended 

to by someone 14 years or older 

Swimmers using the slide must adhere to posted slide rules at

Child must be able to swim and exit the slide well with little

One person on diving board at a time, diver must reach ladder 

before next person dives

Bathroom doors must be shut at all times and opened using 

predetermined combination key code 

Club or Pool Management is not responsible for lost or stolen 

items 

No one may use the pool facility to conduct paid lessons/

clinics without the approval of the DLCA 

Anyone entering pool area before or after pool hours will be 

considered trespassing and subject to prosecution
