That would cer-

tainly optimize the benefit of 

the monies made from paid 

advertising.   

I really appreciate this question 
because it gives me the chance 

to share with the community the 

different options that we (Tom 

WolfðBoard member, Hope 

HuntðWebmaster, and Charity 

BradfordðEditor) have been 
looking into since July of this 

year. First, I began compiling 

the newsletter in October 2007. 

The total cost of printing from 

Oct ô07 until Oct ô08 was $8583 

(with most issues being 12 

pages long). The ad revenue 

varies greatly each month, and I 

am currently working on ideas 

to make the income more con-

sistent to offset costs. That being 

said, the total ad revenue from 

Oct to Oct was $7714. That is a 
difference of $869 which di-

vided over 12 months and by the 

number of homeowners, brings 

each homeownerôs out of pocket 

cost to $0.09 a month.
