Some of her 
responsibilities will be to respond to the phone calls 
and e-mail of the residents of Davis Lake, to be avail-
able to those individuals or groups who would like to 
rent our facilities, to coordinate access to the clubhouse 
and amenities for contractors, and to assist in maintain-
ing the calendar for the community by providing infor-

mation to the Communique editor and the webmaster. 

Julie and her family reside in Davis Lake, and she has 
worked for the community at the pool desk this sum-
mer.

Pool Repairs 

The DLCA Board of Di-
rectors has begun getting 
estimates for repairs to the 
pool during the ñoff sea-
son.ò  With the help of our 

pool contractor, pH Pool 
Management, we are re-
ceiving bids for resurfacing 
the pool and making re-

pairs to the slide and deck. 

The Board has known for the past two summers that 
resurfacing was imperative.  However, with the drought 
and water restrictions, we have not been able to move 

forward with this necessary repair.   

Funds have been in ñreserveò since 2007 to cover the 
majority of this repair.  However, those reserves were 
based on the estimate we received at the end of 2006.  
Depending on the bids, additional funds may be allo-

cated from the 2009 budget. 

We have also asked to get an inspection of the water 
slide.  This has been done and bids are now being re-
ceived to remove existing rust and oxidation from slide 
and support arms and paint with epoxy seal, buff, pol-
ish and wax the interior of the slide, and remove/
replace rusted bolts, nuts and washers with stainless 

steel hardware. 

Finally, pH Pool will look at the pool furniture for any 

needed replacement and/or re-strapping. 

As we prepare for the 2009 season, we hope you will 
see many of the needed repairs to this important asset 

of our community. 

Mailbox Repairs 

One of the issues that the board hears 
about often is the condition of the 

posts and mailboxes in our neighbor-
hoods.  The ARC has been diligent in 
providing the mailbox standards on 

the communityôs website.   

The board has tried to provide names of individuals
