From the DLCA Board 

New Payment Otions 

On July 25 the DLCA Board published updated documenta-

tion of the DLCA Approved Payment Methods. This version 

supersedes and replaces all previous documentation. 

DLCA homeowners can choose one of four methods to pay 

most debt owed to the Association. These options can be sum-

marized as: 

Utilize your own financial institutionsô Electronic Bill 

Pay service.  

Create an electronic check through the internet using the 

EasyDraft payment service. (Two options are offered - 

ñOne-time Paymentò or "Recurring Paymentò)  

Set up an Automated Clearing House (ACH) electronic 

check draft through our management company Cedar 

Management Group (CMG). 

Mail or hand deliver a paper check to Cedar Management 

Group for processing on behalf of DLCA. 

 Detailed instructions for each option can be found online in 

the Property Owners section of our website at http://
www.davislake.org/paymentoptions.htm.  Only registered 

Davis Lake Property Owners can access this section. Informa-

tion about our Quarterly Assessments and our Delinquent 

Payment Collection Policy can also found there. 

Capital Contribution Fee 

On July 31 the DLCA Board decided to resume the collection 

of a Capital Contribution Fee at the time of closing of any 

property sale, pursuant to the language in our covenants as 

documented in Article V, Section 15- Page 28. ñSection 15. 

Working Capital Fund. At the time of closing of the sale of 

each unit or lot, a sum equal to at least two (2) months assess-

ment for each unit shall be collected and transferred to the Asso-

ciation to be held as a working capital fund. The purpose of said 

fund is to insure that the Association Board has adequate cash 

available to meet unforeseen expenses and acquire additional 

equipment or serviced deemed necessary or desirable. Amounts 
paid into the fund shall not be considered advanced payment of 

regular assessments.ò We have instructed our management com-

pany (Cedar Management Group) to immediately begin to col-

lect the stated minimum amount of two(2) months assessment at 

each closing. Based on the current rate of $139 per quarter, the 

fee will be $92.66.  All such fees will be identified as a separate 

Income line item in future DLCA financial reports. 

This fee was authorized in our original governing documents 
from 1989.  It is not known when the collection of the fee was 

suspended. However, Cedar Management recently brought this 

to the DLCA Boardôs attention as part of their participation in 

each property transaction. Through a motion and vote on July 

31, the Board agreed that the fee should have been collected all 

along. The decision is NOT retroactive to any real estate trans-

actions prior to August 1, 2008.
