(South Carolina types) 

Legal fireworks: Snake and glow worms, 

smoke devices, wire sparklers and noise-

makers.  

Illegal fireworks: Anything that explodes 

or is projected into the air, firecrackers, 

rockets, roman candles and aerial fire-

works. Please be responsible this 4th of 

July.
