Beautification Committee 

There has been a concern expressed that 

the landscaping at the entry signs at David 

Cox road and at the clubhouse have be-

come overgrown and are reducing sign 

readability. The Davis Lake Beautifica-

tion Committee met with Douglas Pitkin 

of Southern Outdoor Services, our land-

scape contractor, to develop a plan to 

prune the overgrown shrubs and trees 

back from the two signs and uncover the 

sign lettering. The Committee felt that the 

most economical strategy was to remove 

some overgrown shrubs and prune back 

others so that the sign lettering could be 

easily read again. The plan included re-

ducing the height of the dwarf Yaupon 

holly at the entry sign on David Cox road 

to the top of the brick sign base and limb-

ing up some of the lower limbs on several 

large oaks adjacent to the sign to open up 

the entry area and let more light in. At the 

clubhouse sign, several overgrown shrubs 

were to be removed, holly trees pruned 

back off the sign and the dwarf holly 

hedge at the sign base pruned back to 

restore readability of the sign. The mulch 

in the area was also to be restored. 

Souther Outdoor Services submitted a 

proposal for the pruning and shrub re-

moval to the DLCA Board which ap-

proved the additional landscaping work. 

Most the work has been done and the job 

should be completed by the end of April. 

Since the overgrown shrubs had to be cut 

back to bare wood, the appearance may 

appear somewhat stark, but Mr. Pitkin 

believes that the new growth which is 

appearing now will restore the full, leafy 

appearance of the shrubs.  

The Beautification Committee believes 

that the landscaping at these signs and 

other neighborhood entry signs has be-

come overgrown generally and will need 

to be replaced with new plantings in the 

next few years if the neighborhood wishes 

to present a fresh and current look in its 

public areas. Sign faces are also in need 

of restoration. The Committee would like 

to receive neighborhood comments re-

garding our entry signs and sign area 

landscaping. Please send any comments 

to the beautification committee at beauti-

fication@davislake.org. 

Real Estate Notices 

The number of properties for sale in 

Davis Lake rises annually each spring, 

unfortunately, so does the number of real 

estate directional signs. Please note these 

off-premise signs in Davis Lake must 

follow Charlotte City Ordinance 

(Appendix A, Chapter 13, Section 13.106 

(14)). As such, these signs are restricted 

as follows: 

Å Cannot be placed before 8:00 a.m. on 

Saturday or holiday, and must be removed 

by 6:00 p.m. on Sunday or holiday 

Å Cannot be placed any closer than 11 feet 

from the roadway  

Å Cannot be placed beyond İ mile from 

property  

Å No more than two signs per property 

advertised 

Å No sign may be placed on trees, utility 

poles, or road signs 

Any sign that does not meet these require-

ments is subject to removal and disposal. 

Please adhere to these rules to ensure 

Davis Lake ôs roadways remain as attrac-

tive and uncluttered as possible.

Membership I.D. Card/Pool Pass 

Did you know that your Membership I.D. 

card is also your Pool Pass? The DL Board 

would like to encourage everyone to carry 

their card with them whenever they attend 

social events, and use the common 

grounds and amenities (pool, tennis courts, 

fitness room, clubhouse, walking trails and 

lake). I. D. cards will be required by all 

residents 6 and up for entrance to the 

pool.  This will ensure our community is 

being used by those who are entitled and 

not those from outside the Davis Lake 

Community. Please know that our local 

law enforcement may also ask to see your 

card. This will help with safety issues 

within our community. 

If you are new to the neighborhood, have 

never had a card made or have lost your 

card (There is a $5 charge to replace lost 

ID cards) you can stop into the clubhouse 

during regular office hours and have a 

photo taken, or you can email a digital 

photo (jpeg) of each member of your fam-

ily ages 6 & up; clear headshot please, to  

Club@davislake.org . Simply name each 

file with the name of the person in the 

photo, in the body of the email, put your 

address and the ages of the children.  The 

passes will be made and become available 

to be picked up in a few days. In the 

meantime you can use your driverôs li-

cense or utility bill with your Davis Lake 

address and a phone #. 

Before receiving your I.D. card, an adult 

property owner will need to read and sign 

the Facility Rules page which is available 

at the clubhouse, pool desk and online at 

www.davislake.org . 

If you are renting a home in Davis Lake 

you will need to have the property owner 

complete and sign an Amenity Usage Pol-

icy for Tenants, this would assign their 

rights for use of the amenities to the rent-

ers. An original signed and notarized affi-

davit must be received by Davis Lake via 

U.S. Mail along with a copy of the lease 

agreement with all tenantôs names and 

lease expiration date. A new form must be 

completed each year that the tenant resides 

at their home. Please note:  Until a valid 

affidavit is received, the property ownerôs 

good standing is verified, and ID cards are 

issued, you will not be allowed access to 

Davis Lake amenities. There will be no 

exceptions to this rule. 

Guest Passes   

 As a Davis Lake resident you may invite 

guests to join you at the pool this summer, 

you must however follow the proper pro-

cedures to make your day with your guests 

most enjoyable. Guest Passes are available 

for sale at the Clubhouse or at the Pool 

Desk . You may purchase a daily pass @ 

$5 per person/per day or purchase a 10 

visit pass for $20, this breaks down to only 

$2 pp/per day. 

  

Guests are considered to be anyone not a 

Davis Lake resident living within 50 miles 

of Davis Lake (friends or family) and in-

vited to join a resident at the pool. All 

guests will be asked to sign in at the pool 

desk. 

  

VIP Guests are family members living 

outside of 50 miles from Davis Lake with 

proper residence ID, you MUST however 

notify Julie Bauman in person or @ 

club@davislake.org  or a Pool Desk At-

tendant PRIOR to the date of their visit. 

 No one will be added to the VIP list on 

the same day of the request, guest fees will 

apply in this situation. There will be NO 

EXCEPTIONS, please do not ask.  All 

VIP guests will be asked for ID and must 

sign in. 

If notification is given in advance of your 

guests arriving; their names will be placed 

on our VIP list for the duration of their 

visit and will be allowed to use the pool at 

no charge.
