Bus EtiquetteðDo you have to stop for a school 

bus when there is a median 

separation?  

Along the Davis Lake Parkway 

entrance, some of us stop and 

some of us don't. The NC Drivers Handbook does 

not speak to this condition directly, but the DMV 

office on North Tryon Street was kind enough to 

provide guidance. 

 You are required to stop for a school bus along 

the Davis Lake Parkway even at the median. 

The Median rule that permits drivers to not stop 

only applies where there are two or more lanes 

on either side of the median. 

 Did you know that you are required by law to honk 

your horn at a pedestrian when they may be af-

fected by a turn, stop or start?    It may seem impo-

lite, but itôs the law in North Carolina . Pedestrians 

(and joggers) have the same rights as a vehicle 

along the road and have to follow the same rules. 

But if they cross in front of you when you have the 

right of way, by law you must use the horn. If they 

donôt stop, the Driverôs Handbook states that you, 

the driver, should. 

Davis Lake Streets - a tight 

squeezeé 

If you are having guests visit, 

please arrange off street parking, 

or talk with your guests about only parking on one 

side of the street. A better solution would be to 

make arrangements is for them to park in a 

neighbor's driveway or carpool from the clubhouse 

parking lot. Although our streets are now city 

streets (they were private when our covenants were 

written), most are only wide enough for 2 cars to 

pass, and when many cars are parked on the street it
