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Check out the new shoreline around the gazebo!  In case you 

havenôt seen it, the construction phase of the project is finished 

and looks great. Now all we need is some rain to refill the lake 

and to water the plants that will be set out soon.  This was a co-

operative effort that required many hours of planning and discus-

sions; this may have been the first project of its kind! Special 

thanks to Charlotte-Mecklenburg Utilities, especially the engi-

neering division, which funded most of the project and con-

tracted the companies that did the work.  Hall Contracting do-

nated siphons and labor to lower the lake level.  Habitat Assess-

ment and Restoration Program, Inc. (HARP) did much of the 

planning and oversight, installed the fiber logs and will provide 

the plants and do the planting. Baker A.R. Sediment and Erosion 

Control delivered the rock and dirt and did most of the earth 

work.  CFP/Ferguson Enterprises provided the logs, matting and 

other materials.  And our Lake Committee helped with planning, 

logistics, and lowering the water level.  And finally, thanks to the 

DLCA Board of Directors for contributing $5,000 to the restora-

tion which will be used primarily for the plants and planting.   

 This project started over two years ago when a Davis Lake resi-

dent contacted Storm water Services about the eroding shoreline 

near a sewer manhole and in front of the gazebo.  When Davis 

Lake was constructed, a 15 foot utility easement was established 

along the underground sewer lines.  Over the years, half of the 

easement had eroded and the manhole was exposed to the 

lake.  Now the easement is reestablished and better protected 

than when it was created.  Once the native vegetation is estab-

lished, the shoreline will be stabilized by roots that hold the soil 

more securely.  The native vegetation will also improve the wild-

life habitat for aquatic insects, fish and birds.

Reminders: Dogs must be walked on a 

leash at all times. 

According to the City of Charlotte and 

Mecklenburg County Laws - all animals 

except cats (see the nuisance animal sec-

tion for laws pertaining to cats) must be on 

a leash, contained within a fence or an 

operable and marked invisible fence. This 

law applies to the lake and field area in 

Davis Lake as well as our trails and side-

walks. Violations do carry fines and resi-

dents may report an animal at large by 

calling 311. However, we much prefer that 

you be a responsible owner and keep your 

pet on a leash. The law is to protect you, 

your pet and others. Residents have re-

ported that they have seen 

several dogs being walked 

without leashes - and in a 

some cases - WITH a leash 

- but no one holding the 

leash or controlling the pet. 

Please make sure if your children are 

walking their pet that they are aware of 

this LAW! 

Also, please remember that it is the LAW 

to pick up waste after your pet on ALL 

property other than your own. Releasing 

your pet to do his/her "business" in the 

common area is NOT ok.
