Along with the delivery of the new recycle bins from 

CharMeck Solid Waste Services comes another 

change...the garbage, trash, and recycle pick up day 

will move from Monday to Friday beginning July 9th. 

(Our final Monday pick up day will be June 28théso 

keep that in mind because it will be almost two weeks 

before the 9th!) Also, the new recycling carts will only 

be emptied every other week instead of each week. So 

the first recycle collection will be the July 16th and the 

next one will be July 30th and so on. 

Davis Lake residents are likely not too thrilled about 

this change mainly because of yard waste. Since the 

majority of us do our yard work on the weekends, the 

Monday pick up was very convenient. With this 

change, however, if yard work is still done on the 

weekends, the waste will have to be stored out of sight 

until Thursday evenings. Per a combination of the 

ARC standards and CharMeck ordinance, all waste 

cannot be placed on the curb until 6 p.m. the evening 

before pick up. That fact may cause some residents a 

little heartburn, but doing so will prevent one from 

potentially being cited and/or fined by both Char-

Meck and your HOA. (The CharMeck fine is $50 

minimum.) In the end, we hope everyone will volun-

tarily comply anyway simply because we all want to 

keep Davis Lake a beautiful place to live by doing our 

part to ensure our curbs are clean and safe. We canôt 

imagine anyone would want Davis Lake to look trashy 

five out of seven days a week by deliberately putting 

their yard waste out on the weekend for a Friday pick 

up!! 

 

So, to sum up: 

¶ Garbage pick up day is changing from Monday to 

Friday 

¶ First Friday pick up is July 9th. Last Monday 

pickup will be June 28th. 

¶ First Friday recycling pick up is July 16th 

¶ New recycling carts are emptied every other 

week. (Do not put them out before July 16th; con-

tinue to use your recycle bins through June 28th.) 

¶ Carts and yard waste cannot be placed at curb 

until after 6 p.m. Thursday (per ARC Standards 

and/or CharMeck ordinance) 

¶ Carts and yard waste must be stored out of sight 

from the street until 6 p.m. Thursday and carts 

must be returned to out of sight by midnight Fri-

day. (per ARC standard and/or CharMeck ordi-

nance) 

¶ Proper ñout of sightò locations for both carts and 
yard waste are at the rear of the house/property 

and not visible from the street, at the rear or side 

of the house behind an ARC-approved screen, or 

in the garage (per ARC standards. See the ARC 

links at davislake.org for ARC applications and 

standards details.)

Pool Guests 

The number one question I am asked these 

days is ñCan I invite guests and howò.  

Our guest policy is fairly simple.  Home-

owners and tenants with assigned rights 

are entitled to invite guests to join them at 

the pool.  We have a few different guest 

passes.  The first is a guest pass you pur-

chase from the pool desk attendant or here 

in my office.  Either a daily pass which 

costs $5 per person/per day or a  10 punch 

pass that costs $20.  This pass is used for 

guests (family or friends) that live 

WITHIN 50 miles of Davis Lake. There is 

a limit of 1 punch pass = 10 guests per 

address/per day on this pass.  You do NOT 

need to notify anyone of these guests visit-

ing.  

 The next pass is the VIP pass, this is for 

Family Only living MORE THAN 50 

miles of Davis Lake. There is NO charge 

for these guests however you must notify 

me in advance of your families visit so that 

I can issue a VIP pass. There is a limit of 6 

VIP guests per day.  Each guest may re-

main a VIP for a max of 10 days.  Please 

do not wait until the last minute as  VIP 

passes are issued only through this office 

and must be picked up prior to their visit.  

Passes are NOT left at the pool desk.

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A Note from the Postman  

Hello Davis Lake Residents,  

I 'm one of your regular rural mail carriers for your neighborhood. I would like to thank the Davis Lake Board for allowing me to 

inform you about several important problems. The first concern is about the security of your mail. There is a customer on my route 

that has a problem with mail theft. There is also the 

opportunity for identity theft. There has been an increase in the amount of people leaving advertisements in your mailboxes. This is a 

FEDERAL VIOLATION punishable by fines and/or jail time. Only MAIL is to go in the mailbox. Any other info needs to be put in 

the newspaper hole under the mailbox. 

The second concern is about Curb line clearance around your mailboxes. With the city of Charlotte introducing a new recycle (large) 

trashcan, we rural carriers are concerned that with 2(two) cans at the road at the same time, we will have major problems driving up 

to your mailbox. All containers, including yard waste, should be placed off the road away from the mailbox. There is also a problem 

with vehicles parked too close to the mailbox or parked in cul-de-sacs blocking clear access to the mailbox. Please allow your mail 

carrier plenty of room to serve your mailbox. Thank you for your consideration in these concerns.
