ñWhy is our lake brown? Is it polluted? Canôt any-

thing be done about it?ò Good questions that we 

often hear in this area. The number one water pollu-

tion problem in Mecklenburg County is sediment 

(silt or dirt). The red clay soil in this area is notori-

ous for erosion, among other reasons, and the parti-

cles are so small they stay suspended in the water 

for a long time. Every time it rains, running water 

loosens up dirt not held in place by roots or barri-

ers, and it all flows downhill. You may have no-

ticed plumes of muddy water extending into the 

lake after the recent big storm.  

The creek next to 

the gazebo is one 

problem area. We 

have worked with 

the landscape con-

tractor to leave an 

un-mowed buffer 

along the creek and 

stopped the trim-

ming along the 

edges near the pool. 

We may eventually 

smooth off the 

edges and replant 

them to hold the 

soil.  

Another source of muddy water is the storm drains 

on the roads.  For example, a muddy river flowed 

down Downing Creek Drive during the storm, into 

the drain and out to the lake.  

 

(Plantings along shoreline) 

 

A third source is the lake 

shoreline. When the wind 

whips up waves, the bare 

shoreline erodes where the 

waves hit. Itôs surprising how 

soft the bare shoreline is. For this reason, the 

DLCA Board of Directors has directed that deep-

rooted vegetation be allowed to grow along the 

shore.  In many areas, young alders have sprouted, 

along with soft rushes and other plants. The best 

vegetation to hold the soil is native woody plants, 

but others that are non-invasive help too.   

Another problem is muskrat burrows. Yes, musk-

rats are native to this area, and some folks think 

theyôre really cute. There was even a love song 

written about them! However, they dig into the 

shoreline and cause cave-ins and holes along the 

shore. Even tree roots canôt stop the erosion caused 

by muskrats. Who would have thought that taking 

care of a lake would be so complicated? 

Now letôs talk fishing. Our lake has lots of fish, and 

some of them are pretty big. We have some trophy 

size largemouth bass, and sometimes they even get 

caught. Likewise, we have a lot of large, feisty 

bream (up north and out west theyôre usually called 

blue gills or sunfish. There are several different 

species in the lake). When we practice good catch-

and-release methods, they can get caught again and 

again. Removing some fish from the lake can actu-

ally improve the fishing (many small lakes get 

overcrowded and the fish never grow to large size). 

But removing too many fish (especially the biggest 

ones) hurts the fishing for everybody. A good place 

for kids (and grownups, too) to learn about fishing

As you 

may know, our neighborhood gazebo is a favorite spot for prom, 

graduation and wedding photos, as well as for ñJuniorôsò first 

fish.  Although the Beautification Committee is not primarily a 

ñmaintenance group,ò they gave this project high priority due to 

the gazeboôs frequent use and rundown appearance.  On May 6, 

the committee pressure washed the entire gazebo, repaired the 

outer bench seat, floor and other areas, and touched up the new 

wood and places where paint had flaked off.  The committee 

also trimmed some of the bushes. 

The group took a break midway through their task for a tasty 

lunch featuring Jim Glockôs delicious BBQ chicken.  For the 

ñbusiness sessionò the committee reviewed the April pool and 

facilities clean up (a big thanks to all the volunteers who 

helped!) and talked about potential projects.  Some of the ideas 

for the future include ï  

1. A demonstration project to extend access around the lake a 

short distance.  This project would help determine cost and fea-

sibility of a pathway along the lake on the Downing Creek side.  

2. Planting low-cost azaleas in the parkway island in the fall.   

3. Replacing the bushes at the lakeside gazebo with flowering 

bushes, perennials, bulbs and annuals.   

4. Fixing the drainage problem at the pool entrance.   

5. Installing an automated watering system for the large planters 

at the pool entrance.   

6. Follow-up on the neighborhood signs/kiosk project.   

7. Designing and installing plantings in the large mulched areas 

next to the pool, playground and tennis courts. 

8. Participating in the discussions regarding a pathway from the 

Ridge at Davis Lake community to the Davis Lake facilities.

Recently the DLCA has been 

working with local law enforcement personnel to confirm that 

the people fishing are really residents. Several non-residents 

have been caught keeping fish and informed they are not wel-

come to return.  Repeat offenders can be arrested for trespassing.  

But as a resident of Davis Lake you are welcome (and encour-

aged) to enjoy our lake.  Walk along the shoreline and look for 

dragonflies, count turtles in the water, watch the swallows and 

martins (birds) catching insects as they swoop along, count baby 

ducks and geese... thereôs plenty to see and learn. Weôre fortunate 

to live in such a fine community!
